Tokyo NODAI provides a scholarship for self-funded international students facing financial difficulties, with
the aim of promoting academic research and fostering the development of human resources for the
sustainable development of the society.

Eligibility:

Eligible students for the scholarship are graduate and undergraduate students who pay their own tuition
and maintain satisfactory academic standing to uphold their student residence statusin Japan.

Applicants are ineligible if they: 1) have repeated a year due to poor academic performance, 2) receive JPY
70,000 or more monthly from other scholarships, 3) receive monthly allowances exceeding JPY 90,000 from
home, 4)do not have valid "Student" status, or 5) have not paid their tuition on time.

Benefits:
JPY 495,000 per year for undergraduate students and JPY 330,000 per year for graduate students.

*The amount for graduate students is scheduled to be adjusted to the same amount as for undergraduate
students starting from the academic year 2027.
